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DAY 1 : WELCOME TO JORDAN

We arrive inAmman in the early morning. We will meet our guide at the airport and he will
accompany us to our hotel which is abali minutesaway, we will check in, and try to get some
rest afterthe long flight. We will start oyshotography adventure around Amman city at about lunch
time. Amman, is a fascinating city of contragta unique blend of old and new, ideally situated on
a hilly areabetween the desert and the fertile Jordan Vallgye will stroll around theity centerto
familiarize ourselves with its Romahmeiater, traditional markets, churches and mosques.

In the
Citadel itself we will
come across some
remains from the
Roman to the early
Islamic period, as for
example theHercules
§ Templeand the
Umayyad Palaceand
the small

t Archaeological
Museum.

In the heart of city we will walk through the markets (Souq), past by@tend Husseini Mosque
although we will not be able to enter since nbfuslims are not allowed to enter.

We will visit als@labal Weibdéa, one of the oldest areas in the city, home to many art galleries and
artist workshops. Not far away is Jabal Amman with its distinctive early 20th century architecture.
In and around the new revived Rainbow Street there are many shops and cafes, Wédlerdan

Cafe or the showroom of the Jordan River Foundation, offering handcrafts made by the locals.
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DAY 2: Amman i Jerash Mount Nebo 1 Madaba Dead Sea Amman

We leave our hotel after breakfast forlahourdrive to Jerasha close second to Petra on the

list of favourite destinations in Jordan, which boasts an unbroken chain of human occupation
dating back more than 6,500 years. Jerash lies on a plain surrounded by hilly wooded areas and
fertile basins. Conquered by Generalnipey in 63 BC, it came under Roman rule and was one

of the ten great Roman cities of the Decapolis League. The city's golden age came under Roman
rule, during which time it was known as Gerasa, and the site is now generally acknowledged to
be one of the lst-preserved Roman provincial towns in the world. Hidden for centuries in sand
before being excavated and restored over the past 70 years, Jerash reveals a fine example of
the grand, formal provincial Roman urbanism that is found throughout the Middl¢, Eas
comprising paved and colonnaded streets, soaring hilltop temples, handsome theatres, spacious
public squares and plazas, baths, fountains and city walls pierced by towers and gates. Beneath
its external Graece Roman veneer, Jerash also preserves dlsuilend of east and west. Its
architecture, religion and languages reflect a process by which two powerful cultures meshed
and coexisted The Graecdroman world of the Mediterranean basin and the traditions of the
Arab Orient.
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We will then cotinue drivingto Mount Nebo, the place where Moses gazed at theiRised Land

before he diedBecause of its connection to Moses, Mt. Nebo has long been an important place of
Christian pilgrimage. Excavations led by the Franciscans, who own the site, have uncovered
significant remains of the early church and its magnificent Byzantine mosaicg &i&n700m

above the Jordan Valley, Mount Nebo offeectacular viewsf the Promised Land as seen by
Moses.

We will then proceed to Madaba |y 26Y ! 0KS G/ AGe
Best known for its spectacular Byzantine and Umayyad mosaics, Madaba is httradamous &
century Mosaic Map of Jerusalem and the Holy Land. With two million pieces of vividly coloured
local stone, it depicts hills and valleys, villages and towns as far as the Nile Delta.

The Madabavlosaic Map covers the floor of the Greek Orthodox Church of St. George, which is
located northwest of the city centre. The church was built in 1896 AD, over the remains of a much
earlier 6th century Byzantine church.
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
