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DAY 1: WELCOME TO INDIA

afternoon we will start our adventure 

and set off to explore the city.   

We will start right at the center of the 

Old Delhi with an obligatory visit to 

the Red Fort or Lal Quila an iconic 

symbol of India. The Red Fort was the residence of the Mughal emperor of India for nearly 200 years, until 

1857. It houses a number of museums, in addition to accommodating the emperors and their households, 

it was the ceremonial and political centre of Mughal government and the setting for events critically 

impacting the region.

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DAY 2: Delhi 
 

After breakfast we head towards Jama Masji, the largest mosque in India, its courtyard can accommodate 

more than 25,000 persons. It was built in typical Mughal architecture by Muhammad Ali Shah and is on 

the western side of the Hussainabad Imambara.

In the afternoon we will continue our photography spree in New Delhi. We will Ǿƛǎƛǘ IǳƳŀȅǳƴΩǎ ¢ƻƳōΣ the 

last refuge of Mughal Emperor Humayunn looks like a luxurious palace, rather than a tomb. It is one of 
the best preserved Mughal monuments.  This spellbinding mausoleum is the first example of Mughal 
architecture in India. IǳƳŀȅǳƴΩǎ ǘƻƳō ƛƴǎǇƛǊŜŘ ǘƘŜ ŎƻƴǎǘǊǳŎǘƛon of the more famous Taj Mahal which was 
built a century later.  

 

Qutub Minar, a UNESCO World Heritage Site, is the second tallest minar standing 73 metres high and 

made of red sandstone and marble with 379 steps to the top of the tower!  

 

We will wrap up the day with a drive along the Rajpath,

and the Diplomatic enclave, with a final stop at The 

Lotus Temple, located in New Delhi, the Bahá'í House 

of Worship completed in 1986. Notable for its 

flowerlike shape, it serves as the Mother Temple of the 

Indian subcontinent and has become a prominent 

attraction in the city. The Lotus Temple has won

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DAY 3: Delhi to Agra 
The third day starts with an early morning breakfast and then gearing up for the journey to Agra (3hrs) 

which sits on a large bend in the holy Yamuna River. Agra is home to several splendid Mughal-era 

buildings, most notably the Taj Mahal, Agra Fort and CŀǘŜƘǇǹǊ {ƛƪǊơ, all three of which are UNESCO World 

Heritage Sites. 

In the afternoon we will go to the Red Fort of Agra, an important 16th-century Mughal monument. Few 

forts in the world have a more fascinating story to tell than the Great Fort of Agra. Originally planned as 

an unassailable military structure by Akbar, the Agra Fort, over a period of time, acquired all the elegance, 

lavishness and majesty of an imperial palace. Situated 1 km upstream of the Taj Mahal, on the right bank 

of the Yamuna, the Agra fort was built under the direction of Akbar, by Mohammed Quasim Khan, his 

commander-in-Chief and Governor of Kabul. It took eight years to complete and entailed an expenditure 

of three and a half million rupees. 

This powerful fortress of red sandstone encompasses, within its 2.5-km-long enclosure walls, the imperial 

city of the Mughal rulers. It comprises many fairy-tale palaces, such as the Jahangir Palace and the Khas 

Mahal, built by Shah Jahan; audience halls, such as the Diwan-i-Khas; and two very beautiful mosques.

DAY 4: Agra  
After breakfast we will visit the Wonder of India, the Taj Mahal widely considered as the most beautiful 

building in the world, and one of the Seven Wonders of the World. It was built as a memorial for the

Mumtaz left the emperor so heartbroken that his hair is said to have turned grey virtually overnight. 

Construction of the Taj began the following year and, although the main building is thought to have been 

built in eight years, the whole complex was not completed until 1653. 

We will continue exploring Mehtab Bagh, the park, originally built by Emperor Babur as the last in a series

across the river, the park was reconstructed and is now one the best places from which to view the great 
mausoleum.The gardens in the Taj are perfectly aligned with the ones here, and the view of the Taj from 
the fountain directly in front of the entrance gate is a special one.

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We will also make a stop at Bharatpur famous for its wonderful Unescoςlisted Keoladeo Ghana National 
Park, a wetland and significant bird sanctuary. Apart from the park, Bharatpur also has a few historic 
vestiges. Bharatpur hosts the boisterous and colourful Brij Festival just prior to Holi celebrations at the

Our next destination is Galta Ji, a large Hindu temple complex that lies 10km to the east of Jaipur. These 

temples are home to a large colony of monkeys and this has given rise to the common name of the 

complex, the monkey temple. Galta Ji Jaipur is a unique Hindu temple as it is centered around a natural 

spring that has been channeled to fill seven large pools. In these pools pilgrims come to bath away their 

sins while, at quiet moments, the playful monkeys can be found swimming in the holy waters.  

  

 In the evening we check in at our hotel in Jaipur, the Pink City, we could opt to experience an Indian movie 

at Raj Madir cinema, the dream of Shri Mehtab chandra Golcha who wanted a cinema hall that crosses 

the boundary of traditional cinema and the showcase of more than just movie.
